
CHEDISTON AND LINSTEAD GROUPED PARISH COUNCIL

ANNUAL MEETING – Monday 16 May 2016
 In Chediston School Room at 8 pm

This meeting was preceded by the Annual Parish meetings at 7.30 pm.

MINUTES
1.  Graham Downing was proposed and seconded as Chairman, he accepted the role of Chairman.  A Declaration of Acceptance was signed.
2.  Janet Heath was proposed and seconded as Vice – Chairman, she accepted the role of Vice-Chairman and a Declaration of Acceptance was signed.
3.  There were no apologies for absence.
4. The Chairman welcomed Councillors and members of the public to the meeting.  Those present were Graham Downing, Janet Heath, John Ibbott, Sheila Clifford, Shelagh Turley, Terry Tooze Joanna Wareham and Mark Titchiner.
5.  There were no Declarations of interest to record.
6.  The Minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting  (2015) were previously reported to be a true and accurate of the meeting and were duly signed.
7. Public Forum:- The gripes on Chediston Green will be looked at by The Community Payback scheme on Monday 23rd May.  Mr Ridgewell has created a new ditch to a field alongside Chediston Green and there is concern that this will cause additional water on the road during rainy periods because of a blocked culvert.  There was an enquiry as to whether we have a footpath monitor as a footpath off Wissett Road is becoming overgrown, unfortunately the Parish Council do not have a footpath monitor.
8. Minutes of the meeting held on 21 March 2016 were previously circulated and recorded as a true and accurate account of the meeting and were duly signed.
9. Matters arising from minutes: The Clerk thanked Shelagh and her husband for the work they had put into repairing the noticeboard in Chediston.  
10. B1123 - Graham and Janet met with Bob Clench from Highways on Monday 9th May to look at the culvert and bridge where flooding occurs outside Bridge Farm.  The ditch was clearly blocked and overgrown.  It is believed the ditch is the responsibility of SCC.  Bob Clench suggested we contact the environmental agency and tell them that he has visited.  They have cleared the ditch previously and they may take on this work again.  Bob reported that the B1123 had been closed for work on the Bridge at Linstead and would be closed again later in the year for further roadworks. There was concern that all these contractors work at different times and with some forward planning should be able to schedule these works at the same time to save villages being inconvenienced.  These road closures are causing damage to other re-routed roads because they are not used to large volumes of traffic.  The proposed road sign at Weybred re “re-routing HGV’s to the next turning” which was discussed as a solution to large vehicles using the B1123 at the meeting on 7th March are to be raised with Cllr Stephen Burroughes as Bob Clench does not intend to do anything about this. 

11. Councillors considered 2016/2017 Risk Assessment and Review of Fixed Assets and signed same. Chediston & Linstead Group Parish Council do not own any public land or building assets.
12. The Annual Accounts were circulated to Councillors. They were approved by the council in readiness for Internal and external Auditor by 16 June 2016.  Appendix 5 for the exercise of electors' rights has been displayed.  The Annual Governance and Accounting Statement was signed.
13. Planning – DC/16/1586/FUL – Valley Farm, Linstead Parva – Proposal for a sewage treatment plant to be installed in the garden. Existing foul drainage is to a septic tank.  There have been ongoing issues with the existing foul drainage which this new system would address. Councillors inspected the plans and agreed unanimously to support the application.
14.  Governance and Accountability 2016 was previously circulated to Councillors.  They were adopted by the Council and duly signed.
15.  2016 – Transparency grant – Councillors proposed that we apply for a £25 per month grant to support the maintenance of the web-site. Clerk is to send application.
