A Planning meeting was held on Monday 1st August at 7.45 pm in the Chediston Church Room following a site visit to Mill House, Halesworth Road, Chediston at 7.30pm                     MINUTES
1. The Chairman welcomed Councillors and members of the public.  Those   present were Graham Downing, Shelagh Turley, Mark Titchiner and John Ibbott.
2. Apologies for absence were received from Janet Heath, Joanna Wareham, Terry Tooze and  Sheila Clifford 
3. There were no declarations of Interest to record.
4. The Minutes of PC meeting held on Monday 18 July 2016 were previously circulated to Councillors and were reported to be a true and accurate account of the meeting and duly signed.
5. Matters arising from minutes not covered by the agenda. The Clerk is to visit SALC to seek clarification on the legal stand of Parish Councils/Highways in enforcing riparian land owners to tackle clearing ditches.  Also the matter of displaying notices for PC Annual and AGM meetings. 
6. Public Forum.  – Members of the public voiced concern over possible noise disturbance from the proposed planning application of two holiday caravans being sited 100 yards from their garden boundary.  .  SCC have finally cut the verges around Chediston and Linstead.  There is still concern that some homeowners have not addressed cutting shrubs and hedges along the highway causing concern and some obstruction.
7. Planning DC/16/2807/FUL – Mill House, Halesworth Road, Chediston –  Change of use of meadow land to site three “Grande Roulotte” caravans to be used as holiday accommodation                      Councillors met at Mill House to view the proposed site.  The plans were inspected and Councillors voted unanimously in favor to support the application.
8. AOB.  Clarification is to be sought from Suffolk Highways that there is no policy to cut hedgerows only once per year.
