



CHEDISTON AND LINSTEAD GROUPED PARISH COUNCIL
A Planning meeting was held on Monday 17 December 2018 at 7.30 pm in the Chediston Church Room

MINUTES
1. The Chairman welcomed Councillors and members of the public.  Those present were Janet Heath, Jo Wareham, Sarah Ward, John Ibbott, Terry Tooze, Sheila Clifford and Mark Titchiner.
2. There was a minutes silence to think about Sheilah Turley following her sad passing.  
3. There were no declarations of Interest.
4. Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 19 November 2018 were recorded as a true and accurate account of the meeting and duly signed.
5. There were no matters arising from minutes not covered by the agenda.
6. Public Forum – Mr Ellis spoke about the history of the current planning application being considered later in the meeting.  He believes the only fair way for this proposal to be considered is to have it heard by planning committee and not by a planning Case Officer.
7. Planning DC/18/4448/LBC–.Replacement of two hardwood double glazed windows which SCDC has refused retrospectively to authorise on the grounds of a hardly visible double reflection that is deemed by SCDC to be detrimental to the character of the listed building even though the windows are of no historic interest and the proposed single glazed replacements will be fitted with internal secondary glazing that will create a far more obvious reflection – as can be seen on other windows in the house.

   Willow Farm, Chediston Green. Chediston.  -  Councillors discussed the proposal and considered how best to proceed with this application.    In 2014 Chediston & Linstead Group Parish Council supported a retrospective application to retain the window in question.  Cllrs voted unanimously to object to the proposal on the grounds that considerable harm will be caused to the property by removing the window and replacing it with an inferior single glazed unit.  They belive that the owner must abide with planning process in the future.
8. The Contract between British Telecom and Chediston & Linstead Group Parish Council to purchase the phone box on Chediston Green for £1.00 was signed.
