MINUTES
1. The Chairman welcomed Councillors and members of the public, those present were:- Graham Downing, Janet Heath, Jo Wareham, John Ibbott, Shelah Turney, Sarah Ward and Sheila Clifford
2. Apologies for absence were received from Mark Titchiner
3. There were no declarations of Interest to record
4. Minutes of previous AGM and APC meeting held on Monday 15 May 2017 were previously circulated and recorded as an accurate account of the meeting.
5. Matters arising from minutes not covered by the agenda. –                      Inter Village “Dragon Challenge” competition, Posters ready to be sent out to Metfield and Wisset following a small amendment.  Linstead Village Hall is booked for 15th July to hold the presentation event, 10 am start – Sarah Ward and Graham Downing will be our “Dragons”.  A £50 float will be required.                                                                                                      Jo  kindly organised the verges to be cut along Church Road today. Highways have notified the PC that verge cutting will commence this week on minor roads.
6. Public Forum. – Concern was raised that some hedges are still not being cut back sufficiently by residents.  A question mark over the validity of our Annual Parish Meeting was raised as there was only one Linstead Councillor present.  Jo was thanked for cutting the verge along Church Road.  It was voiced that Highways take for ever to get round to cutting our village verges, is there a policy in place for the Parish Council to deal with this? Regarding the planning application being discussed later, it was thought that our Parish was now in an area where no new building could take place. Many residents have builidngs in their gardens that could accommodate resdiential conversion, if agreement is given to Vicarage Cottage, could this not set a president?  Neighbourhood Watch update – David attended a meeting with the Police on 22 June, they are no longer responsible for  Neighbourhood watch and have no access to records under the data protection act. Due to a re-vamp of the service, Police resources are being targeted to cyber crime rather than community crime. Telphone number 101 for non-emergency calls is still to be used.
7. Planning DC/17/2445/FUL – Vicarage Cottage, Church Road, Chediston    Change of use of domestic annexe to residential unit.                                The plans were inspected and discussion took place.  A proposal to support the application was seconded and a vote took place.  Six Councillors voted in favour to support the application, one Councillor abstained.

DC/17/2629/FUL – 2 Church Cottages, Church Roadk Chediston              Demolition and removal of dilapidated detached garage and building of a new garage slightly larger on the same site. – The plans were inspected and a discussion took place.  A proposal to support the application was seconded.  The Councillors voted unanimously in favour to support the application.
